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QUARTERLY BUDGET REPORT: JUNE 2020 

 
This is the second quarter financial update for 2020 Snohomish County fiscal operations. 

COVID Overview 
In January 2020 one of the first confirmed cases of the Coronavirus in the United States was identified 
here in Snohomish County.  County Executive Dave Somers and Governor Jay Inslee both declared a 
state of emergency.  In March, the Governor announced the Stay Home Stay Healthy Order, which 
prohibited non-essential businesses from operating and restricted many activities for all Washingtonians.  
Since Governor Inslee’s stay at home order, sales tax revenue dropped steadily along with many other 
General Fund revenues.  Sales tax receipts for March 2020 were 23% below the same time period in 
2019.  The unemployment rate in April 2020 was 19.2%.  On June 5th Snohomish County was approved 
to enter Phase 2 of the Governors Safe Start plan for re-opening Washington.  On July 23rd the Governor 
announced rollbacks to some activities to slow COVID-19 exposure. 

 

General Economic Overview 
 

Real gross domestic product (GDP) 
– the net value of the production of 
goods and services in the United 
States, adjusted for price changes – 
decreased at an annual rate of 32.9% 
in Q2 2020, according to the 
"advance" estimate released by the 
Bureau of Economic Analysis on 
4/29/20.  Real GDP decreased 5.0% in the previous quarter (Q1 2020).   

 
Consumer confidence stabilized in 
May after plummeting in April as the 
pandemic weighed heavily on 
consumer attitudes.  The Conference 
Board measure rose 0.9 points to 86.6 
after dropping a record 33.1 points in 
April.  The University of Michigan 
Consumer Sentiment index increased 
in both May and June after a sharp 
drop in April.  Despite the sharp drop 
in consumer attitudes in both 
measures, confidence remains higher 
than in the previous recession.   
This forecast of the state’s Economic 
and Revenue Forecast Council 
(ERFC), is the first to incorporate the 
devastating impact of COVID-19 on 
the economy.  They expect a 5.5% 

decline in Washington employment this year and above average growth through the remainder of the 
forecast as the economy recovers from this deep recession.  Employment growth is expected to average 
2.1% per year in 2021 – 2025. 
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Washington state’s unemployment rate spiked up to over 16% in April 2020 before settling back down to 
9.67% for June – up from 5.37% last quarter.  This is much worse than June 2019’s 4.20% as we see the 
impacts of COVID-19.  Snohomish County’s unemployment rate (see map on page 3), at 9.76% (slightly 
worse than WA state), is up from 5.86% last quarter, and also worse than June 2019’s 3.03%.  While 
Snohomish County hasn’t been as heavily impacted as 14 other counties in the >10.1% category, we have 
dropped to a middle ranking from normally being in the top 3 for best rates in the state. 
 
General Fund, Fund Balance

The 2019 audited uncommitted fund balance is $46,886,913.  The 2020 projected year-end uncommitted 
fund balance has been updated to reflect estimated year-end revenues and modified budget expenditures 
for 2020.  This includes Budget Revision Ordinance ‘Amended Emergency Ordinance 20-037’ and other 
related ordinances enacted in response to the COVID-19 pandemic. 
 
Snohomish County strives to maintain an uncommitted fund balance at least equal to the liquidity needs 
of the general fund.  The reserve revenue stabilization fund established by code allows for the adopted 
budget to contribute amounts above the uncommitted fund balance to the revenue stabilization fund.  
Emergency Ordinance 20-034 transferred $2.77 million from the revenue stabilization fund back into 
uncommitted fund balance, and the removed the planned 2020 transfer. 
 
Year-to-Date Revenue 

Figure 2 on the following page depicts the preliminary year-end estimates for 2020 general fund revenue. 

As referenced earlier, Amended Emergency Ordinance 20-037 reduced the revenue budget by a net of $12 
million which is a reduction of $16.7 million and an increase of $3.0 million for CARES act offset, and 
the return of $1.7 million dollars for the South Precinct to the general fund. 

As discussed earlier, the impact of COVID-19 has been quick and devastating.  It is still very early and 
there is very little information defining the depth or length of the impact of this pandemic.  The Economic 
and Revenue forecast work group, comprised of Budget and Council staff, will continue to update and 
refine this estimate as more information becomes available. 

In addition to the change in the modified budget from the first quarter estimate, the Evergreen State Fair 
was cancelled due to the impacts of COVID-19.  This impact is estimated to be $5.2 million.  Sales tax is 
still projected to be down by -11.36% from 2019 actuals, but this is better than the first quarter estimate 
of -16.15%.  Corrections is still projecting to come in at $6.5 million, which is down $4.4 million from

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the Adopted Budget, and the revised budget has been lowered to that amount.  Investment interest is higher 
than anticipated in the first quarter and is projected to be $743 thousand over the lowered modified budget. 

In aggregate the second quarter projection is estimated to be down $12.4 million from the modified budget 
level coming in at -$12.0 million, yet the estimate of $238.1 million is only $2.5 million higher than the 
first quarter estimate.  This is a result of the newly anticipated CARES act offset, and the return of $1.7 
million form the South Precinct project.

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Year-to-Date Expenditures  

In response to the COVID-19 pandemic the County undertook a series of actions including a hiring freeze, 
furloughs and a budget revision ordinance reducing all departments appropriations by 3.5%.  These actions 
were taken based upon the first quarter estimated revenue shortfall of -$26.8 million in the general fund.  
The County also implemented a requirement for all general fund departments to provide expenditure 
projections for 2020.  In aggregate the County has spent 49.8% of the modified budget through the end of 
June.  The following departments are currently projecting to be over; the Office of Public Defense is 
projecting to be approximately $300,000 over due to the costs of 6 aggravated murder cases going through 
the system, the Medical Examiner’s Office is projecting to be $115,000 over due to COVID-19 costs and 
the continuing opioid impacts to the county, the Sheriff’s Corrections Bureau is projecting to be 
approximately $2.0 million over due to labor contract settlement including retroactive payments and 
COLA adjustments, the Department of Emergency Management is projecting to be approximately 
$50,000 over due to staffing and supporting the ECC which has been activated continually thru the 
COVID-19 crisis and has been integral in managing the County’s response.  The County will continue to 
monitor and respond to changes in revenue projections, and track and manage expenditures appropriately. 

2020 Five Year Plan  

The five-year plan has been updated to reflect the budget revision ordinance reducing the 2020 budget, 
include the actual year end revenue and expenditures for 2019.  It has also been updated to include the 
preliminary revenue and expenditure projections for 2020.

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Real Estate Excise Tax  

Real estate excise tax (REET) is an important source of revenue and an indicator of the condition of the 
Snohomish County economy.  The final quarter of 2019 had a very strong finish which provided an 
unexpected surplus for the year.  This was because of a rush of sales ahead of a January 1st increase in tax 
rates on properties worth more than $1.56 million (RCW 82.45.060).  We did see the anticipated decrease 
in activity in Q1 2020 after that rush.

Coming off a very strong start in the first quarter of 2020, Washington’s long housing recovery came to 
an abrupt halt.  During 2019, the number of housing units authorized by building permits rose from just 
17,000 in 2009 to 48,400.  Permits tumbled to just 28,600 (SAAR) units in April, which was the lowest 
rate in more than six years, before rebounding to 56,600 in May.  ERFC thinks the second quarter will 
prove to be the low point in permits and that a partial rebound is likely as restrictions are lifted. 
 
Seattle home prices (non-seasonally adjusted), according to the S&P/Case-Shiller Home Price Indices, 
with data through May 2020, showed a year-over-year increase of 6.82%, and up from the prior quarter 
by 4.54%.  Phoenix 9.0%, Seattle 6.8%, and Tampa 6.0% reported the highest year-over-year gains among 
the 19 cities (excluding Detroit) in May.  Seattle once again appeared in the leading cities for home price 
increases after falling out of the top for all of 2019. 
 
Figure 5 below shows REET revenues over the past several years and illustrates the effects of the housing 
bubble and the Great Recession.  Recovery was evident beginning in 2012 and continued throughout 2019 
with a slight dip in 2018.  Now in 2020, we are seeing another slow down likely COVID-related.  The 
significant changes and rapid rise and fall shown in this exhibit serve as a reminder of REET volatility.

Aerospace Industry 

Boeing, a major driver of economic conditions in Snohomish County, reported Q2 revenue of $11.8 
billion, a 25% decrease over Q2 2019, reflecting the ongoing impacts of COVID-19 and the 737 MAX 
grounding.  The Q2 net loss of $2.40 billion was better than Q2 2019’s loss of $2.94 billion.  Boeing 
delivered only 20 commercial planes for $1.63 billion in revenue during the quarter, down from 90 
deliveries for $4.72 billion during the same period a year earlier.  The backlog remains healthy at 4,500 
airplanes valued at $326 billion. 
 
In a 7/29/20 press release from Boeing President and CEO Dave Calhoun, he said, “While there have been 
some encouraging signs, we estimate it will take around three years to return to 2019 passenger levels.”  
Boeing said that due to the collapse in demand for airliners, it will slow down the planned ramp-up of 737 
MAX production in Renton, cut widebody jet production rates in Everett and study consolidating 787 
Dreamliner assembly in a single location.  Rep. Rick Larsen, D-Everett, chair of the House Aviation 
Subcommittee, called the news from Boeing “yet another devastating blow to the workers and local 
communities” around the company’s Snohomish County widebody plant, which employs about 30,000.  
The rate reductions and possible shrinking of facilities will bring further job losses beyond those 
previously announced.  Job losses already announced will see 10,500 Boeing jobs cut in Washington state 
this year.  “More hard decisions are likely ahead of us,” Calhoun said.  The announcement means further 
cuts are likely to be concentrated in Everett. 
 
The ERFC assumes a decline of 12,800 aerospace employees from March through September.  On an 
annual average basis, they expect aerospace employment to decline 8.7% this year and 4.5% next year.  
In June 2020, employment in aerospace manufacturing in the county accounted for 16.7% of all private 
sector jobs in Snohomish County.  Aerospace product and parts manufacturing jobs decreased by 2,400 
jobs in the County when compared to June 2019 – the first y-o-y decrease seen since March 2018.   

 Employment 

Estimates from the State’s Employment Security Department’s Monthly Employment Report show 
Washington employment (not seasonally adjusted) plummeted by 312,400 jobs from June 2019 through 
June 2020.  The private sector lost 265,700 jobs while the public sector lost 46,700 jobs.  Washington’s 
not seasonally adjusted unemployment rate for June 2020 is 9.7%. 

As discussed earlier in the General Economic Overview, Snohomish County’s unemployment rate (not 
seasonally adjusted) spiked up to 19.2% in April before coming back down to 9.8% for June, worse than 
March 2020’s 5.9%, and worse than last year’s 3.0% in June 2020.  The graphic below shows how 
employment conditions in the County compare to the three previous years.

County Taxable Retail Sales 

Figure 7 (at right) and Figure 8 (on the next page) document county-wide taxable retail sales information 
provided by the Washington State Department of Revenue (DOR).  Taxable retail sales data are a good 
indicator of economic 
activity and the 
financial health of 
entities that are funded 
through sales tax.  Note:  
The DOR’s reporting 
has been delayed and 
the first quarter of 2020 
data is not yet available.   
 
Figure 7 illustrates 
taxable retail sales by 
quarter from the last 3 
years.  Quarterly sales have been higher than each preceding year and have far surpassed the heights seen 
during the housing bubble in 2007. 
 
The information in Figure 8 on the following page details specific areas of business activity within 
Snohomish County. This information is one quarter behind, so the most recent data is from Q1 2020.  In 
reviewing the table, one can see that year-over-year growth (pre-COVID-19 impact) continues to be 
positive.  Q4’s growth was 8.65% which makes the 34th consecutive positive quarter since Q2 2011. 
 
In Snohomish County during the quarter, Retail Trade increased year-over-year by 7.7% and continues to 
be the top industry category in sales dollars ($2.32B), which is just over half of all taxable retail sales 
($4.56B).  The top three sales dollars within the Retail category are in 1) motor vehicles & parts, 2) general 
merchandise stores, and 3) miscellaneous retailers. 
 
Note in Figure 8, Motor Vehicles & Parts brought in $567M representing 12.4%, about 1/8, of all retail 
sales in the County.  It is still the highest ranked category within Retail Trade for sales dollars, and we 
saw growth of 5.1% in Q4.  But of our last 7 quarters, 4 of them have been negative. 
 
The construction industry, second highest in sales dollars ($803M), grew 15.8% year-over-year.  
Miscellaneous Retailers, continues to shine with a 20.5% increase (+$56M) over Q4 2018.
