Reports from the Staff/Status Reports
Planning/Engineering/Design/Construction Projects
Whitehorse Trail update.  Amy Lucas provided an update.
The goal for a grand opening is November 1, 2018, which will likely be pushed back perhaps a  year or more as ¼ mile slide occurred after the meeting. 
Crossings are going out to bid on Mar. 14.
We are finalizing resurfacing, working on ditch maintenance, etc.  1.2 miles through Oso will be paved.
Trying to expedite the 2016 grant agreement.

Brett Kinney asked about parking at trailheads.
Lord Hill Park – trail signage update - Donation from Backcountry Horsemen.
Amy Lucas reported that a survey conducted at the meeting with user groups indicated that people want what we’re planning.
Amy showed the designs for three different signs which have been ordered to designate trail uses.
Brett Kinney thought the different groups at the meeting were respectful of others’ needs.
Amy mentioned the development of an interactive map for the use of trail maintenance volunteers.
Martha Lake Airport Park - Had neighborhood meeting on February 27, 21 neighbors showed up for the meeting with the overall consensus being that a walking trail connecting 143 Street  to 146 Street  be constructed, while an improved or new playground was a second option, and a possible community garden received some interest
West Lake Roesiger
Esperance Park Update – Thomas Hartzell.
A postcard was sent to neighbors/interested parties regarding scheduled tree removal work, resulting in a public outcry.  Staff said only 10 of about  800 trees (mostly dead ones) were to be cut, and they hoped people were convinced that they were not going to cut down all the trees.
Lake Stickney and Logan Park will both be on May tour.
Wenberg Groundbreaking Ceremony – Thursday, March 1, 130pm – Councilmember Nate Nehring, County Executive Director, Ken Klein, Parks Director Tom Teigen, and other assorted park capital and ranger staff attended
At the beginning of our meeting, we saw a video of the KOMO news report regarding the closure of Wenburg for fishing and swimming during the summer season.
Russ and other staff said the expanded time frame was necessary to get a contractor with experience working in the water.  In addition, this contractor’s bid was within budget.
Signs and staff will direct people to Twin Lakes County Park , where the beach area for wading will be improved.
The boat launch at Wenberg will be open on Memorial Day and 4th of July weekends.
The KOMO news report did acknowledge that it has been 50 years since substantial work has been done at the Wenberg waterfront.
Centennial Trail Updates – Snohomish to Woodinville, Snohomish to Monroe, Monroe to Snoqualmie Valley into King County – Overall Trail Plan/Public and City Outreach – The first initial public meeting co-hosted by the Trail Coalition of Snohomish County will be held at Willis Tucker Park, Thursday, March 15, 530pm – 730pm which will give an overview of all the trails the county is working on, plus those connections or conversations we are having with other jurisdictions. 
Russ said an update to the regional trail publication is planned.
WTA (Washington Trails Association) work on Willis Tucker Stairs, WCC ( Washington Conservation Crew) partnering with the City of Everett and having crew work on Logan, Paradise Valley Conservation Area, etc.
Julie Langabeer asked about the possibility of WTA building a bridge over the creek at the beginning of the Heybrook Ridge Trail.  Russ said they would discuss with Senior Park Planner Kevin Teague.
Carousel Ranch Community Park.
Drawings were passed around showing plans for the park, including four fields, parking and an off-leash dog area.
Opening projected to possibly be in 2020.
2015 – 2016 RFP Update
Disc Golf – New proposal for North Flowing Lake property submitted.  Vendor to continue to work with/through Senior Planner Kevin Teague on basic design, etc.
It’s moving slowly.
North Cascades Crew – Permanent Row Boat Storage Structure – Wyatt County Park – Lake Stevens – Both parties agreed to a 10-year lease. Ground Breaking Ceremony, Friday, April 13, 1pm, invite sent out to Park Advisory Board members.
