EVERETT, Wash., January 22, 2020 — Today, Executive Dave Somers announced the appointment of
James Henderson as the first Chief of Economic and Workforce Development Initiatives for Snohomish
County. Henderson will join the county from his role as the Chief Operating Officer of Greater Seattle
Partners (GSP), the largest economic development organization in the state and the Puget Sound
region’s first public-private partnership created to advance economic growth and competitiveness by
attracting new investment, promoting international trade, and growing industry clusters.
